The rest of the week was a series of fairly intense debates punctuated by the odd
report that we could happily say amen to.

The debate on whether people living in a same sex relationships could be
ordained as ministers of religion took the best part of a whole day of the
assembl Gtime. It saw the General Assembly chart a course for the Church of
Scotland away from the traditional orthodox Christian view that same sex
relationships are contrary to the teaching of Scripture. The issues are more
complex than the permissive and politically correct view of society. That view can

be summed up with the phrase fAas | ong a:
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Some folk think it is time for the Church to catch up with society while others
consider the Church has to remain distinctive and true to the teaching of
Scripture. Both views are held sincerely.

The heart of the matter is the interpretation of Scripture. The focus may seem to
be around a single issue but that is just where the line is being drawn in the
sand. That said the General Assembly voted by a majority to move towards ther
acceptance of same sex relationships, though it did not make a final and binding
decision on the matter. It also set up Theological Commission to examine the
issue further and to report back in two years time. The General Assembly of
2013 may well choose to take the Church back to the traditional orthodox
position!

While some folk are already preparing to leave the church over this issue it is not
perhaps the most pressing issue the Kirk faces. A shortage of ministers looms

due to recruitment not matching retirements. There is also a shortfall in funding,

the Kirk cannot afford the ministers it has. So plans are in hand to down size,

plans that will see just about every congregatio n feel the breath of readjustment.

The planning process is underway in our own local Presbytery and barring the

odd miracle | doubt if Fenwick wild.l ret .
That is to say that in future years Fenwick can expect to share a minister with at

least one other congregation. That undoubtedly means the folk of the Kirk doing
more of what they generally see as the |
you are happy to see the church slip slowly into the abyss of decline.

Looking ahead..

The skies may be leaden around us but the local forecast is bright. We are

looking forward to a busy Autumn in the Kirk. It is likely to kick off in September

with another 24 hour prayer event, followed by afi Du sYou Nufst 6 t he med
service and Back to Church Sunday (look out for a Rugby World Cup themed

breakfast event!).
