From the moment I stepped onto New Zealand soil I received a warm 

welcome. From the officials in immigration and customs through to the 

host family who greeted me and brought me to their home.  Tom & Julia 

have been particularly gracious in welcoming me into their home and in 

making me feel at home.  They have gone out of their way to collect me at 

the airport, and to show me around their corner of New Zealand here in the 

very beautiful North Shore, Auckland.  That welcome was backed with that 

I received at Church this morning.  It stands out to me as an example of 

what the Church has to offer to friend and stranger alike.  As I have been 

welcomed as a stranger in a foreign land so we the church are to welcome 

friend and stranger alike into our midst, going out of our way to make them 

feel at home. 
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Passion 

New Zealanders are passionate about their sport and particularly about 

their rugby.  Flags abound everywhere: Cars, shops, cafes and more. Not 

just New Zealand flags but the flags of the competing nations too.  That 

passion comes out as they watch their sport.   I watched the Ireland 

Australia clash in a house full of Kiwis and they were passionate to see 

Ireland win and were ecstatic when they did (itôs like a Scotland England 

thing but without some of the history!).  The Church, as the people of God, 

really do have something far more important than sport to be passionate 

about.  In Jesus we have access into the presence of the glory of God.  In 

Jesus we enter in the love of the Father. In Jesus we have victory over 

death and enter into eternal life. So let us be passionate about it. 

In summary, letôs get on the journey and settle in for the long haul.  The 

destination is worth it.  Let us welcome friend and stranger alike as if 

welcoming them into our own home and let us be passionate about the 

faith Jesus gives to us.
